PART 2

Resilience referstoaper sondés abil it
di fficult situations and

disappointment. However, an increasing number of

students in schools see minor setbacks as
catastrophes.

The following is the second part of this 2 part article.

MISTAKE 4:

Let kids give in too easily.

Resilient learners link success with effort, but some
parents want success for their child without difficulty or
disappointment. Parents who make this mistake try to
protect their child from disappointment by avoiding
difficult situations all together. They want their child
changed to a new class, they want the school to
orchestrate friendships for their child, and they expect
that when things get tough their child should not have
to do it.

MISTAKE 5:
Neglect to dev elop independence .
Dondt wai't unt i | chil dren

them how to look after themselves. Start early and
promote a broad skill set now! Parents who make this
mi stake constantly <carry
angry at the teacher f or not putting a jumper on their
child on a cold day, ask the teacher to explain why

their child did not eat all of their lunch, and expect

the school to do things for their child that is in reality
the childds responsibilit

MISTAKE 6:

Shift responsibiity to others.

We all have responsibilities to play our part in making
things work. Children have roles, parents have roles
and the school has roles. Some parents expect that
when they or their children do not fulfil their
responsibilities, it is not thér fault. Parents who make
this mistake can be seen at the school office
demanding that their child be included in school
activities despite the fact that the closing date has
passed, or being angry at a teacher because their
child misplaced their jumper. Parents would be
better off discussing with the child how to accept
responsibility rather than modelling how to blame
someone else.

Sometimes the hardships that children experience are
a fabulous learning opportunity. They help kids stretch
and grow. Dealing with them effectively teaches
children that life can be difficult, but they have the
skills to cope. Good Luck!!
